FACILITIES PROTECTION
A. Request approval for out-of-state travel for one (1) Pipeline Safety Unit Staff member to attend the Inspector Training & Qualifications (TQ) Division’s External Corrosion Direct Assessment (ECDA) Field Course (PHMSA PL-3306) in Oklahoma City, OK, April 30 - May 2, 2024.  This is a mandatory course for Pipeline Safety’s enhanced training and is necessary to maintain federal funding.  The total estimated cost of $1,074 will be principally federally funded through the Pipeline Safety reimbursement (to be charged to Unit 6).  Dates of travel:  April 29 - May 3, 2024. B. Request approval for out-of-state travel for four (4) Pipeline Safety Unit Staff members to attend the 2024 NAPSR Southern Regional Meeting in Biloxi, MS, May 6 - May 10, 2024.  The purpose of this meeting: NAPSR-PHMSA Roundtable Discussion, Gas Technology Institute and PHMSA Drug & Alcohol Rules Updates.
