FACILITIES PROTECTION

Request approval for out-of-state travel for one Pipeline Safety member to attend the PHMSA Inspector Training and Qualifications (TQ) Division Corrosion Control of Pipeline Systems Course (PHMSA PL-3293) in Oklahoma City, OK. This is a mandatory course for Pipeline Safety’s enhanced training and is necessary to maintain federal funding.  The total estimated cost for this trip is $2,282.50.  The “Federal Per Diem Rate” of $55 is used in the cost estimate for meals for subject trip as prescribed in the State Travel Policy and is found at http://www.gsa.gov/perdiem.  The traveler’s trip will be principally federally funded through the Pipeline Safety reimbursement (to be charged to Unit 6).  Dates of travel:  March 22 through March 27, 2020 (page 1).
