UTILITIES REGULATION

A. Request approval for one Natural Gas member to attend the Institute of Public Utilities (IPU) Regulatory Studies Program (The Fundamentals Course) Virtual online training August 8 - 12, 2022.  This online course will provide staff with an understanding of foundational principles and practices in public utilities regulation and rate-making. The cost of $995 will be paid pursuant O.C.G.A Title 46-2-33 and the January 28, 2021 Stipulation in Docket No. 42315, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State. (pages 1-4)

B. Request approval for two Electric Unit Staff members to attend the Institute of Public Utilities (IPU) Regulatory Studies Program (The Fundamentals Course) Virtual online training August 8 -12, 2022. This online course will provide staff with an understanding of foundational principles and practices in public utilities regulation and rate-making. Staff will also gain an understanding of the roles of law, finance, and economics in utility regulation. The cost for both of $1,990 will be paid pursuant to the February 27, 2020, Memorandum of Understanding in Docket No. 42310, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State.

C. Request approval to pay the Nuclear Waste Strategy Coalition (NWSC) annual membership for the period July 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022.  The Coalition’s overarching goals are the timely, safe, and cost-effective storage and disposal of spent nuclear fuel and high-level radioactive waste in a permanent repository and reform of the distribution of the Nuclear Waste Fund (NWF). These goals are increasingly critical with issues that could impact the Nuclear Power Plant at Plant Vogtle.  The renewal fee of $1,000 will be paid pursuant to the March 26, 2009 Order in Docket No. 27800, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State.
