FACILITIES PROTECTION
A. Request approval for out-of-state travel for one Pipeline Safety Unit staff member to attend the PHMSA Inspector Training and Qualifications (TQ) Gas Pressure Regulation Overpressure Protection Course (PHMSA PL-1255) in Oklahoma City, OK., January 30 - February 2, 2023. This is a mandatory course for Pipeline Safety’s enhanced training and is necessary to maintain federal funding.  The total estimated cost for this trip is $1,473.  This trip will be principally federally funded through the Pipeline Safety reimbursement (to be charged to Unit 6).  Dates of travel: January 29 - February 2, 2023. (page 1).

UTILITIES REGULATION

Request approval for out-of-state travel for one Electric Unit staff member to attend the Southeast Energy/Environment Leadership Forum in Charlotte, NC, December 14-15, 2022. The forum will focus on the Inflation Reduction Act (“IRA”).  The total estimated cost for travel of $1,129 will be paid pursuant to the July 21, 2022 MOU in Docket No. 44160, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State. Dates of travel: December 13 - 15, 2022. (page 2)
B. Request approval to amend contract for scope increase for the Transmission and Distribution Components for Georgia Power’s 2022 Rate Case. The scope increase includes the preparation of substation equipment testing data requests and support of Staff’s brief and settlement discussions in the Rate Case. The increase in the amount of $19,600 will be paid pursuant to O.C.G.A. 46-2-33 and the April 5, 2022 PSO in Docket No. 44280, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State. (pages 3-5)

C. Request approval for out-of-state travel for one EERE Unit staff member to attend the Prepay Energy Working Group Annual Meeting in Tampa, FL, January 26 – 27, 2023. This meeting will cover many issues related to a Prepay program. The total estimated cost of $923 will be paid pursuant to the February 27, 2020 MOU in 
Docket No. 42310, therefore leaving no direct cost to the state. Dates of travel: January 25 - 27, 2023. (page 6)

D. Request approval of Scope of Work (“SOW”) for Independent Evaluator (“IE”) Services related to the upcoming Renewable Request for Proposals (“RFP”).  This SOW includes IE services for 5 RFPs over the next three 3-years.  Three of the RFPs will be issued in 2023 and two will be issued during 2024.  The SOW is in the amount of $1,772,210 and will be paid by bid and winner fees from the respective renewable RFPs, therefore leaving no direct cost to the state.
