FACILITIES PROTECTION
A. Request approval for out-of-state travel for seven Pipeline Safety members to attend the 2022 NAPSR National Meeting in Charleston, West Virginia, September 19 - September 23, 2022.  The purpose of this meeting: NAPSR-PHMSA Roundtable Discussion, PHMSA HQ Updates, Incident Investigation Training, PHMSA Accident Investigation Division-Incident Reviews, PHMSA Rulemaking Updates, NAPSR Task Group Reports. The total estimated cost of $18,173.10 will be principally federally funded through the Pipeline Safety reimbursement (to be charged to Unit 6).  Dates of travel:  September 18 - September 23, 2022. ITEM 2 
UTILITIES REGULATION
A. Request ratification for one Electric Unit Staff member’s attendance to the Institute of Public (IPU) Regulatory Studies Program (The Fundamentals Course) Virtual online training August 8 - 12, 2022.  This online course provides staff with an understanding of the roles of law, finance, and economics in utility regulation. The total cost of $995 will be paid pursuant to the February 27, 2020 MOU in Docket No. 42310, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State. (page 3)
B. Request approval for one EERE Unit Staff member to attend the 2022 Solar Power International (SPI) conference September 19 - 22, 2022 in Anaheim, CA. This event is held annually and focuses on solar PV and thermal technologies in the marketplace, the cost to install and maintain such technologies, and the policies and safety guidelines in place to handle the expansion of such technologies on the electric grid.  The total estimated cost of $1,884 will be paid pursuant to the February 27, 2020 MOU in Docket No. 42310, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State. Dates of travel:  September 19 - September 22, 2022. (page 4)
C. Request approval of consultant contracts pursuant to the Agreements and Orders under Docket Nos. 27800 and 29849.  Consultants will be required to assist the Commission Staff and 
Counsel with the ongoing construction, testing, and start-up monitoring of Vogtle Units 3 and 4, including Prudency Hearing preparation and development of testimony.  Staff requests the consultant firms to be paid a sum not-to-exceed $9,833,750.  These contracts will be paid pursuant to the Stipulations and Orders under Docket Nos. 27800 and 29849, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State. (pages 5 - 34)
