This invoice in the amount of $48,000 will be paid pursuant to the February 27, 2020 MOU in Docket No. 42310, therefore leaving no direct cost to the state. (pages 2-7)

B. Request approval to amend the contract with consultant for assistance with testimony related to net metering and specifically Renewable / Non-Renewable Monthly Netting. The Commission in the 2022 Integrated Resource Plan Final Order directed Staff and the Company to address the appropriate structure and pricing of the RNR-10 tariff in the current rate case so that the Commission can move towards a fair and long-term way of addressing the issue.  The contract amendment in the amount of $20,375 will be paid pursuant to O.C.G.A Section 46-2-33, in conjunction with Docket No. 44280, therefore leaving no direct cost to the state.
