Request approval for an Enterprise-wide license renewal for the 
HData platform for a two-year term in the amount of $30,000. 
This is a 20% discount from the initial one-year term. The data 
platform will be used by the Commission Staff in review of FERC and 
Energy Information Administration EIA data, and provides access to 
the Explorer, Insights, Library and Gateway features. The renewal 
cost will be paid pursuant to the June 28, 2023, MOU in Docket Nos. 
44160 and 44161, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State.  (pages 1-3)

B.          Request approval to amend consultant contract pursuant to the Agreements and Orders under Docket Nos. 27800 and 29849.  Consultant will be required to assist the Commission Staff and Counsel with Prudency Hearing preparation and development of testimony.  Staff requests the existing contract with the consultant firm be amended to increase the not-to-exceed sum by $950,000.  This contract will be paid pursuant to the Stipulations and Orders in Docket Nos. 27800 and 29849, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State.
