Request approval for out-of-state travel for six (6) Pipeline Safety Unit Staff members to attend the PHMSA Methane Emission Abatement Pipelines Workshop (PHMSA PL-WK1ME) in Oklahoma City, OK, October 7 – October 10, 2024.  This is a mandatory workshop for Pipeline Safety’s enhanced training and is necessary to maintain federal funding.  The total estimated cost of $9,388 will be principally federally funded through the Pipeline Safety reimbursement (to be charged to Unit 6).  Dates of travel:  October 6 - October 10, 2024 (page 1).
B.         Request approval for out-of-state travel for one (1) Pipeline Safety Unit Staff member to attend the PHMSA Pipeline Failure Investigation Techniques Course (PHMSA PL-3256) in Oklahoma City, OK, November 18 – November 22, 2024. This is a mandatory course for Pipeline Safety’s enhanced training and is necessary to maintain federal funding.  The total estimated cost of $2,182 will be principally federally funded through the Pipeline Safety reimbursement (to be charged to Unit 6).  Dates of travel:  November 17 – November 22, 2024 (page 2).
C.         Request approval for out-of-state travel for one (1) Pipeline Safety Unit Staff member to attend the Inspector Training & Qualifications (TQ) Division’s Safety Evaluation of Gas Pipeline Systems Course (PHMSA PL-1250) in Oklahoma City, OK, December 9 - December 13, 2024.  This is a mandatory course for Pipeline Safety’s enhanced training and is necessary to maintain federal funding.  The total estimated cost of $2,182 will be principally federally funded through the Pipeline Safety reimbursement (to be charged to Unit 6).  Dates of travel:  December 8 - December 13, 2024.
