UTILITIES REGULATION
A. Request approval for out-of-state travel for one (1) Electric Unit Staff  member to attend the 2024 NARUC CPI Fall 2024 Cybersecurity Training in Philadelphia, PA, September 24 – 26, 2024. The forum will focus on topics relevant to Staff's work and continuing educational needs. The total estimated cost of $1,358 will be paid through a stipend from NARUC and the remainder will be paid pursuant to the June 28, 2023 MOU in Docket No. 44280, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State. Dates of travel: September 24 – 26, 2024. (page 1)


B. Request approval to initiate a consulting contract to provide professional construction monitoring and projects controls consulting assistance to the Commission Staff in Docket No. 55378: Georgia Power Company's Certification of Plant Yates Units 8 -10. In accordance with O.C.G.A. § 46-2-33(a), the per case per year maximum for construction monitoring amount is $870,000.  The proposed contract authorizes a Work Plan with a  “not to exceed amount” of approximately $290,000 per year, for a total of $1,017,500 over the three-and-a-half-year construction period.  As a contingency, the proposed contract allows for modification of the Work Plan, but only with pre-approval of Staff and only up to a maximum amount of $517,000, for a total contract amount of $1,535,000.   These funds will be paid pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 46-2- 33(c), therefore leaving no direct cost to the State. (pages 2 - 41)
C. Request approval to purchase a modern phone system for the Commission. In the recently concluded Legislative Session the Commission requested and received funding to replace the antiquated phone system currently in use at the Commission. The new system with the vastly expanded feature set will provide significant benefits to the entire agency by modernizing the communication infrastructure and ensuring that the agency is 
better equipped to handle current and future demands and provide an even higher level of service to Georgia consumers. The vendor is an approved provider of this product within the State of Georgia procurement system.  The total estimated cost for the modernization of the phone system is $99,991. (pages 42 – 46)
