This is a mandatory course for Pipeline Safety’s enhanced training and is necessary to maintain federal funding.  The total estimated cost of $2,582 will be principally federally funded through the Pipeline  Safety reimbursement (to be charged to Unit 6).  Dates of travel: May 11 – May 15, 2025. B.          Request approval for out-of-state travel for nine (9) Pipeline Safety Unit Staff members to attend the 2025 NAPSR Southern Regional Meeting in Chattanooga, TN, May 19 - May 23, 2025.  The purpose of this meeting: NAPSR-PHMSA Roundtable Discussion, PHMSA HQ Updates, Gas Technology Institute Updates, PHMSA Drug & Alcohol Rules Updates, PHMSA State Damage Prevention Program Review, PHMSA Accident Investigation Division Incident Review, Review Underground Storage Incident, and Plastic Pipe Rule Discussion. The total estimated cost of $13,137 will be principally federally funded through the Pipeline Safety reimbursement (to be charged to Unit 6).  Dates of travel: May 19 - May 23, 2025 (page 2)
C.           Request approval to purchase Contempo Heathered Tech Organizers for the annual Pipeline Safety Conference.  The PSC and Georgia Municipal Association Gas Section (GMA) co-sponsor the event and provide a nominal item to the attendees.  Most of the attendees are representatives of the 80+ gas systems under Commission jurisdiction.  The total estimated cost of $2,493 will be is principally federally funded through the Pipeline Safey reimbursement (to be charged to Unit 6).        a tour of the Catawba Nuclear Plant, EPRI Research Labs, and 
       presentations from North Carolina utilities and industry experts on 
       advanced nuclear deployment. The total estimated cost of $1,109
       will be paid through a NARUC Reimbursement Authorization for 
       Travel ("RAFT"), therefore leaving no direct cost to the State. Dates of 
       travel: April 14 – April 16, 2025. (page 4)

B. Request approval for two (2) EERE Unit Staff members to attend Renewable Energy Plus (“RE+”) Southeast 2025 in Atlanta, GA, April 22 – April 23, 2025.  The conference jointly hosted by the Smart Electric Power Alliance (“SEPA”) and Solar Energy Industry Association “(SEIA”) will have multiple tracks, with education sessions focusing on both utility-scale and customer-sited solar, energy storage, and other renewable energy topics, with a specific emphasis on the Southeast.  The total estimated cost of $1,520 will be paid pursuant to the June 28, 2023, MOU in Docket Nos. 44160 and 44161, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State.

C.        Request approval for out-of-state travel for two (2) Staff Attorneys to 
       attend the 2025 National Conference for Regulatory Attorneys 
       (NRRC) Annual Meeting in Raleigh, NC, May 11 – May 14, 2025.  
       Pertinent issues that will be discussed at the conference include 
       Public Utility Law, Administrative Law, and Ethics related issues.  The 
       total estimated cost of $3,577 will be paid pursuant to the June 28, 
       2023 MOU in Docket No. 44280, therefore leaving no direct cost to 
       the State. Dates of travel: May 11 – May14, 2025. (page 7)

D.        Request approval for out-of-state travel for two (2) EERE Unit Staff 
       members to attend the 2025 Southeastern Association of Regulatory 
       Commissioners (“SEARUC”) Annual Education Conference in San 
       Antonio, TX, June 8 – June 11, 2025.  The conference is expected to 
       cover EERE Unit Areas of interest including Renewable Energy, 
       Battery Storage, Energy Efficiency, and other pertinent areas. The 
       total estimated cost $4,002 will be paid pursuant to the June 28, 
       2023, MOU in Docket Nos. 44160 and 44161, therefore leaving no 
       direct cost to State. Dates of travel: June 7 – June 11, 2025.

E. Request approval of Independent Evaluator Agreement (“IEA”) for Independent Evaluator (“IE”) Services related to the 2025 All-Source RFP. In its 2025 IRP, Georgia Power Company is seeking approval from the Commission to issue an All-Source Capacity RFP to meet
resource needs in the years 2032-2035. The Scope of Work (“SOW”) for the IE includes services for the 2025 All-Source Capacity RFP to

be issued at some point after the 2025 IRP final order is issued. The IEA in the amount of $757,135 will be paid by bid and winner fees from the All-Source RFP, therefore leaving no direct cost to the State. (pages 10 - 26)

F. Request approval to renew the subscription for the Password  Manager, a tool highly recommended by the Security Review Board established by Governor Kemp. The Password Manager enhances security by enabling the creation and effortless management of strong, complex passwords, and provides ease of access and ensures seamless password synchronization across all user devices.
