This amendment is needed due to an increase in the 
       number of named storms investigated; challenges associated with 
       data availability and the first-time stand-alone review of storm costs. 
       The contract amendment in the amount of $58,000 will be paid 
 
pursuant to the June 28, 2023, MOU in Docket No. 44280, therefore

Request approval to initiate a consulting contract to provide 
       professional construction monitoring and projects controls consulting 
 
assistance to the Commission Staff in Docket No. 56819: Georgia 
 
Power Company's Plant Bowen Units 7 and 8. In accordance with 
 
O.C.G.A. § 46-2-33(a), the per case per year maximum for 
 
construction monitoring amount is currently $910,000. 
 
The proposed contract authorizes a Work Plan of approximately 
 
$363,00 per year, for a total of $1,451,310 over the forecast four year 
 
construction period.   The cost of the contract will be paid pursuant 
 
to  O.C.G.A. § 46-2-33(c), therefore leaving no direct cost to the
