This service maximizes uptime, strengthens security, and accelerates 
 
digital transformation for the agency by offering comprehensive 
 
support for all Microsoft products and services. The vendor is an 
 
approved provider of this product within the State of Georgia 
 
procurement system. The total annual cost is $5,829. (pages 9 - 12)

D.         Request approval to renew the annual subscription for agency 
 
firewall and VPN solution - this product provides firewall protection 
 
between the public internet and the agency’s internal network 
 
infrastructure, and VPN access for agency personnel. The vendor is 
 
an approved provider within the State of Georgia procurement 
 
system.  The total cost of annual subscription and support contract is 
 
$2,784. (pages 13 - 15) 
E.         Request approval to purchase the replacement for end-of-life 
 
mobile data terminals as part of 7-year hardware refresh and 
 
lifecycle. The vendor is an approved provider within the State of 
 
Georgia procurement system.  The total cost of mobile data 
 
terminals is $7,860. (pages 16 & 17)
F. Requesting approval to procure standardized document printing equipment for staff to optimize management of the agency’s printing needs. The vendor is an approved provider within the State of Georgia procurement system. The total cost of the black and white printers is $4,801.  (page 18)
G. Requesting approval to procure software to enhance agency cybersecurity posture and prevent sophisticated ransomware attacks while ensuring continuous operational resilience. This equipment will replace aging units to ensure staff operational efficiency, mobility, and secure remote access to agency systems. J. Request approval to procure standardized desktop computing systems and peripherals for agency personnel. This hardware will replace end-of-life workstations to maintain administrative productivity and support day-to-day working operations. The vendor is an approved provider within the State of Georgia procurement system. The total cost of the desktop computing systems is $57,310. (pages 30-38)
K. Request approval for the renewal of a network-wide backup and security product suite. This product provides agency (State and Federal data, servers, desktops) with disaster recovery, data retention, and business continuity protection.  The vendor is approved within the State of Georgia procurement system. The total cost of the product suite is $71,434. (pages 39-42)

Request approval to procure server infrastructure hardware to replace end-of-life equipment. This equipment will replace legacy infrastructure unit to ensure system reliability, improve system continuity and operational uptime for agency applications.
